In 1994, of the 1.1 million prisoners, nearly half were in a prison work programs.
While these programs are supposedly purposed to allow prisoners to repay
there debt to society, they are in fact merely a means to allow corporations and

paid as low as 14 cents a day. In some programs, prisoners are contracted out
to work for minimum wage and then are docked for up to 80% of there
paychecks. As one business reporter put it, “Looking for dependable and
motivated employees who are eager to work for minimum wage, won't take
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
